Ana Marcela Cunha of Brazil won 12 Majors:  2010, 2012 and 2014 FINA 10 km Marathon 

Swimming World Cup; 2011, 2015, 2017, 2019, and 2022 25 km FINA World Championship; 2018, 
2021 (tied) and 2022 FINA Marathon Swim World Series Cup and 2021 Olympics.     

In 2014, Ana set the female record for the 36 km Capri-Naples race in 6 hours and 25 minutes – which 
held until 2020 and the female record for the 30-32 km lac St. Jean race in 6 hours and 34 minutes – 
which held until 2023 (and beyond). She has won a total of 42 medals at FINA Word Series events (as 
of 2020 - and increases beyond).   

In the Olympics she won gold in Tokyo in 2021; placed 10th in 2016; 5th in 2008; and 4th in 2024. She 
won six other medals at the FINA World Championship (10 km silver, 5 km gold, and relay) - as of 2020 
- and increases beyond.
